THE ‘TREE’ BOOK GROUP 
 
The book for review at the January meeting was: 
 
The Bell by Iris Murdoch 
 
Dora Greenfield leaves her husband Paul Greenfield at the start of the novel, but realises that she is more afraid of him 
when she is away from him than when they are together, so agrees to return to him. During this time Paul has temporarily 
moved to Imber Abbey, to work as part of a small community. 
 
The philosophical question Murdoch is trying to address in the novel is: can one person or a group of people isolate them-
selves from normal society and function in a way that escapes mainstream norms? 
 
The two main characters are Dora and Michael (the owner of the building housing the commune). Dora is on a quest to find 
herself and has some profound choices to make: must she succumb to a marriage without passion and mutual love or lead a 
more libertarian lifestyle with friends. 
 
We discover that Michael used to be a schoolmaster and had a relationship with Nick (who is another member of the com-
mune). Nick eventually told the headmaster what happened, ending Michael’s dream of wanting to become a priest. Nick 
eventually commits suicide. 
 
The Abbey has arranged for a new bell to replace one which had been lost in the lake some time before. The old bell was 
discovered and it was decided to bring it to the surface and substitute it for the new bell. This part of the story is slightly 
farcical. 
 
Although the novel is well written, it is dated. It involves faith, relationships, love and commitment in mid-20th century 
England. The Group were divided in their opinion of the book. Some thought it was a very slow moving plot and a difficult 
read and others thought it enjoyable and were motivated to read more Iris Murdoch novels.

            KILKHAMPTON & DISTRICT GARDENERS’ CLUB 

 The meeting on February 2nd. took two parts; the first was the formal 
AGM which was presided over by the Secretary.  The Chairman, Frances Hill-
Smith, had last year given notice that she wished to resign from that position 
and from the committee at the AGM but unfortunately was unable to attend.  
Thanks were recorded for her six years service to the club, the first four as 
Programme Secretary and the last two as Chairman.  Thanks were also 
recorded to Doreen Metherell, (who had also resigned from the committee), 
for the contribution she had made over the same six years..     There was a 
“Chairman-in-waiting”, Joan Sillifant, (who was subsequently elected to that 
position by the Committee at a meeting on February 7th.)    

The committee’s report to the Club and the Treasurer’s Financial Report 
were both approved and Malcolm Cull and Eric Latter were re-elected as 
Treasurer and Secretary respectively and the Committee, consisting of 
Margaret Beesley, Ruth Burrow, Ursula Edwards, Ann Mitchell, Sylvia Morrell 
and Jim and Roma Whittaker, were re-elected, there being no other 
candidates.  Ursula Edwards outlined the programme for the rest of the year, 
Sylvia Morrell spoke regarding the distribution of new tubs for our “Avenue 
of tubs” for the Church Flower Festival and Joan Sillifant spoke regarding our 
Produce Sale  Charity Event, which will replace our Garden Trail this year.   
The Secretary announced that we would be re-introducing our Children’s 
Competitions at the Village Fete this year – see separate notice elsewhere in 
this issue. 

 The formal business over as quickly as possible, the usual refreshments 
were enjoyed and the Raffle held.   Members  then took part in what certainly 
turned out to be the most enjoyable part of the evening, a two part Quiz, with 
each table comprising a team.  The first part was a test of their general 
gardening knowledge and the second part was identifying a combination of 
flower and butterfly pictures.  For the second part one table was the clear 
winner, but for the first part two tables amassed the same number of points 
so had to share the prizes!   During this brain testing time further 
refreshments made the thinking easier!  From the many complementary 
comments made by members after the event, this year’s AGM certainly lived 
up to the standard previously set by our “AGM’s with a difference”.

Curiosities and Connections in the Parish 
 
Curiosities can be unusual names, curious coincidences or just plain oddities. There are, for instance, only six mentions of 
the name Hearne in the whole of the three hundred years covered by the parish records. Two of these occurred on 21st 
November 1574 for on that day Elizabeth Hearne married John Courtis whilst Nicholas Hearne wed Elizabeth Courtis; 
brother and sister marrying the other’s brother or sister on the same day! Curious or coincidence, the event is certainly odd. 
 
Even fewer were the recordings of the Besomby family; only three: the baptism of Roger, son of John Besomby in June 
1546, the burial of Dionysia Besomby in February 1547 – was she a mother who died from the perils of childbirth? – and 
the marriage of Joanna Besomby to Simon Holme in 1559; the sister or daughter of John? We will never know but the 
curiosity is that there is a single Besomby entry in each of the three parish records. In February 1638 Christopher Browne 
the Vicar of Morwenstow came to St. James to be married to Bridget Harding; a Vicar not married in his own Church! 
Presumably the Reverend Mr Rowse was happy to conduct the ceremony but declined to play away. On 22nd January 1657 
Digory Docke was buried in the churchyard. Can it be that the children’s rhyme was attached to a real person and that the 
author knew this curiously named parishioner of Kilkhampton? 
 
The name Trewin features in the parish records with regularity from 1739 when Thomas Trewin married Joan Johns after 
banns; they seemed not to be superstitious for they married on 30th May. Who though was the Frances Trewin who married 
George Rodd in February 1642 and then vanished completely from the records? Did the Rodds foresee the coming Civil 
War and flee to the new settlements in America or were they servants at Stowe who were moved to another Grenville 
property? From whence they came and to where they went is an oddity I cannot answer. Roger “ye Black at Stow” - the one 
whom we met being baptized in 1684 (presumably the Rev. Mr Coryndon conducted an adult baptism) - was probably a 
servant at the Big House at Stow but he did appear again in the records for he was buried in May 1705; sadly that is all we 
know of him. 
 
More outsiders pass through the records as time goes by. The Rev Oliver Rowse married his twenty year old daughter, 
Elizabeth, to Walter Veale a Clerk in holy orders in 1647. They must have gone to her new husband’s parish for no more is 
written about them; it would be a coincidence if the James Veal of Egg Buckland (wherever that place may be) who married 
Anne Hopgood in 1807 was a descendant of theirs. John Parkin came from Redruth to marry Mary Ching in 1711 but what 
were Robert Butteris, Yeoman of Staffordshire, and his wife Lydia doing in Kilkhampton in May 1771 that they had to 
baptise their daughter here? Oddities must include the curious change of Pancrasweek of 1777 being written as Week St. 
Pancras before reverting to the original in 1821. 
 
The son of Thomas and Ann Topling, sojourners at Lewdon, was given the full names of William Lawrence Cholwill in 
1831 although there is nothing to connect him to the Cholwills posing the obvious question of “Why Cholwill?”. Perhaps 
the most interesting instance of triple forenames is of the twin daughters of Roger and Sarah Hayne, baptized Ann Dymond 
Jane and Sophie Sally.  The Haynes in fact set up a host of connections. Roger married Sarah, the daughter of Robert and 
Elizabeth Dymond in 1792 when she was twenty six (when she was buried in 1838 her age was given as 74; she was 
actually 71, which shows how careful one has to be in checking the given details of the past). Between 1792 and 1803 the 
Haynes baptized 2 sons and 3 daughters so the twin girls must have been quite a surprise when they arrived in May 1811 as 
Sarah approached her forty-fifth birthday. Their older brother Humphrey was married to Grace, daughter of Daniel and 
Elizabeth Hockridge who lived at Hessaford where Daniel was a labourer. Hessaford is where Humphrey and Grace lived 
when their children were born even though Humphrey was listed as a painter and glazier. Humphrey’s only daughter 
had his twin sisters’ names being baptized Sophia Ann. Ann herself married Benjamin Adams in 1835, giving 
her name in the register as Ann Jane Dymond; although Roger had died in 1833 Sarah was there to see her 
daughter marry. Perhaps Ann and Sophie had kept their mother young. 
 
One can make connections with buildings. Four Acres is in the notebooks from 1818 until 1834 in connection 
with eleven baptisms and a funeral as the home of a succession of labourers and their wives. In 1818 and 1820 
Thomas and Ann Vinson (having been in Stibb in 1815), lived there with two children although their daughter 
died in infancy. In 1822 Dennis and Mary “Langberry” were there, he being “a labourer in the Canal”. Actually 
his name was Loughray – a Scottish name – and he had married Mary Hambley in 1820. They were listed as 
“Lenghary” in 1824 when they baptized a daughter but seemingly there was no longer work on the canal for he 
was entered as a pauper and no longer at Four Acres. He had been one of the last of the canal navvies but never 
made the switch to railway building. Over the next five years two more Hambleys were at Four Acres as 
labourers; Thomas and Susannah (nee Glover) and William & Mary(nee Sargent). Thomas had gone by 1832 
only for another Thomas – Heard who raised two girls with his wife Mary (nee Hockridge) - to arrive. This 
Thomas was born in 1799 the son of William and Susanna (nee Barrett). William Heard had no known 
connection with Four Acres but he was named as the carter to Mr Shearm who was probably the most influential 
businessman in the Parish. So over fifteen years Four Acres was the connection between ten village families.  
 
I have written before that these notebooks were Kilkhampton’s treasure, but now is the time to look at some 
other things that were in the tattered box with Mr Dew’s little books.

Thank you for putting your Parish News online! 
 I am researching my family tree and find that on my Grandmothers side they are all inter-related within Kilkhampton area 
over the last 300 years and maybe longer! My family names are; Gist, Heard, Found, Veal,Cornish, Westlake, with Grills, 
Bonetto, Wonnacotts, Slee amongst those thrown in. 
  
While reading your December Parish News I learnt that my 1st cousin 5x removed had 2 middle names; Mary Ann Ariadne 
(b.1817) thanks to the article by John Dickerson. After reading this article I was wondering if Mr Dickerson could help me... 
  
I would love to know the truth about a family story that has been handed down and wondered if you could help? 
  
The story starts with a wedding that took place in St James in 1885 between Ann Alice Gist and George Uglow. It was a 
happy affair and all went well. Ann Alice Gist was the daughter of John Gist and Susan nee Clarke, they had (to my knowl-
edge) 7 children and lived in Kilkhampton and he was a sand carrier. John and Susan Gist are my 3rd Great Grandparents.  
Eliza Jane Gist was their youngest daughter and she had come home for her sisters wedding. Eliza Ann worked as a cook for 
Rev Holderness at Cransford, Woolfardisworthy. A short while after the wedding Susan Gist took her newly married daugh-
ter Ann Alice Uglow and her visiting daughter Eliza Jane into Bude Market in a pony and trap. During this shopping trip a 
terrible accident happened and the trap overturned and crushed the 3 ladies. 
Susan Gist was buried on 4th June 1885 aged 66, Eliza Jane Gist was buried on 5th June 1885 aged 27 and Ann Alice Uglow 
was buried on 5th June 1885 aged 31. All are buried at St James. Poor John Gist, husband and father, died 2 years later of a 
broken heart and was buried with them on 4th April 1842. 
  
I would love to know if there is any truth in the way they died or is this just another family 'myth'? 
  
I have been to visit St James and admire the stained glass window of the Nativity, left by Francis Gist my 1st cousin 4x re-
moved, it is beautiful. Also worked around the church yard and I seemed to have been related to so many who are resting 
there. I have met Jo Gifford and he kindly showed me the 'Gist's' who are buried within the church building and I've sat in the 
Gist pew! A great honour. 
  
My Grandmother was born in Kilkhampton in 1908, Amy Heard daughter of William Thomas Heard and Elizabeth Ann Gist 
(School Teacher at the Wesleyan School, West St).

Dear Beverley 
  
You really do have a great mixture of Kilkhampton families through your grandmother's ancestry. There are probably more 
than you know of for looking at the Bonettas (sometimes written as Bonetto) you can add the Brook family to your list. 
  
The Parish records of which I have copies cover the years from 1539 to 1839 so I cannot help you after that date; you would 
need to consult the Registers of Births, Marriages and Deaths which you can do on the Freebmd website. I list the dates be-
tween which the family name occurs in one of the three registers - baptism, marriage or burial. 
Bonetta(o)  1798 to 1838;  Cornish  1713 to 1839;  Found  1789 to 1835;  Gist   1539 to 1837;  Grills  1757 to 1826;  Heard  
1553 to 1591, 1627 to 1694; 1724 to 1839;  Veal only 5 instances: 1647 and four in 19th century; Westlake 1630 to 1802; 
Wonnacott 1786 to 1835. Unfortunately the only Uglows noted were all in the 17th century so do not show the family as one 
from Kilkhampton although the name is fairly well known in North Cornwall. Neither Clarks nor Slees appear in the Parish 
Records before 1840. 
  
The surest way to check the terrible tale of the pony trap accident would be to consult the archives of the Bude and Stratton 
Post which has been around for well over 150 years. There would be some details of such a triple disaster if it had happened. 
Incidentally poor John Gist could not have "died two years later of a broken heart and ... buried with them on 4th 
April1842" ( 42 years before the event). 
  
Thank you for your kind remarks about the Parish News. If you need any assistance with your researches pre 1839 I would 
try to help.

Parish Council Meeting

The monthly meeting was held on Monday 7th February at 7.30pm at the Community Centre with 
Heather Jordan in the chair. Also present were 8 other  Councillors, Paula Dolphin, CC member and 
numerous members of the public. The very full agenda started with a   presentation from 
representatives of Low Carbon Solar UK  Ltd who spoke about  solar panel farms and the benefits 
of cheap and clean  electricity. After questions from the members they were thanked  for their 
attendance by the chairman.  We then had a visit from Police Constable Nicholas Jessop  who is the 
newly appointed Local Beat Officer. He gave a short talk about the changes to local policing caused 
by the reduction of income to the Police Authority.  He assured the meeting that we probably would 
not notice these changes in our daily lives but also that he would keep in contact with us to address 
our local concerns, one of which is the constant criminal damage to the Christian Fellowship 
building. This senseless  damage  must be stopped and as always, information is requested  from 
local residents. The next item was a talk by  Ray Lovejoy, a local resident, who is also the 
Scoutmaster of the Bude Scout Troop. They are organising the St George's Day Parade of Cornish 
Scouts at Kilkhampton on Sunday 17th April which will conclude with a Service conducted by the 
Rev Richard Ward-Smith at St James Church. The Parish Council will discuss if the village can be 
dressed with flags and bunting to help celebrate this event and residents who regularly park near to 
the War Memorial will be politely requested, on this special day, to park  in another location. 
Another local resident attended to request information about the Cornwall Council policy on house 
rental and the meeting agreed to contact the relevant Department  about this issue.

The Royal Wedding was discussed and the meeting  agreed to the purchase of a large number of 
Royal Wedding souvenir mugs for the young children of the parish ( up to 11 years of age). The 
Grenville Rooms has been provisionally booked for a family disco on that afternoon which is also a 
Bank Holiday. Details of this event will be advertised locally and in this magazine. Other items 
discussed  included the new Community Building in Lamb Park which everyone has noticed and 
commented on, our Highways, a possible Hearing Loop in The Grenville Rooms, Ward & Network 
Meetings and a request from the Kilk Toddlers Group for some financial aid. The meeting agreed to 
donate the sum of £200 to assist them with the  hire charges of  The Grenville Rooms. Other matters 
on the agenda were the footpaths, the playing field, the school and 17 other items of correspondence 
which were read and discussed.

Road.
